3. (Optional) Connect the Modbus network loop as shown in the above diagram. Follow the manufacturer’s
instructions for installing and powering the Modbus devices.

4. Connect a PC to the DAS using a Cat 5 or better ethernet cable. (Figure 1)

5. Supply +24VDC to the DAS. After power is applied the “Alive” light (upper right of the main circuit board,
to the right of the LCD) will turn on and the LCD display will display series of diagnostics screens.
